This is a statue of Surin's traditional founder and first mayor, Phaya Surin. The
black, brass statue is 2.2 metres high, and was dedicated in 1968. The statue is at the
southern entrance to the city, at what is now a major traffic round-about, but was in the
past the inner wall of the city. Pum stands on a high plinth, and is depicted holding with
a curve-bladed pike in right hand. This is a traditional device used to control an

elephant.
