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ABSTRACT

This study aims to : 1) To create and develop an effective supervision model for teaching
and learning English proactively (Active Learning) for communication. To develop
communication skills to improve the English achievements of schools in Khok Pho Chai district.
To be effective according to the specified criteria 80/80 2) To find the effectiveness index of the
supervision model that is effective in organizing active English teaching (Active Learning) for
communication. To develop communication skills and improve English achievement of schools
in Khok Pho Chai District. 3) To study the satisfaction of primary English teachers in developing
an effective supervision model for teaching and learning English proactively (Active Learning) for
communication. To develop communication skills to improve the English achievements of
schools in Khok Pho Chai district. The target group used in this research is teachers who teach

English at schools in Khok Pho Chai District. Khon Kaen Province, academic year 2021, a total of



21 people. There are 3 types of tools used in the study : Supervision models that are effective
in organizing English teaching and learing (Active Learning) for communication. To develop
communication skills and improve the English language achievement of schools in Khok Pho
Chai District, knowledge test, English language teaching training. It is a multiple choice answer
with 4 options divided into 6 versions, the reliability of the whole test was 0.79, 0.81, 0.80, 0.82,
0.79 and 0.79, respectively. Questionnaire on teachers' satisfaction in organizing training using
the supervision model. It has a discriminant power value for each item between 0.41 - 0.83 and
finding the reliability value of the entire questionnaire is equal to 0.93. Statistics used in data
analysis include percentage, mean ( ), standard deviation (S.D.), formula for finding efficiency.
E1/E2 and Efficacy Index The results of the study appeared as follows :

1. An effective set of supervising activities for teaching and learning English 80.48/80.63,
which is effective according to the set criteria, which is 80/80.

2. Effectiveness index of training activities English teaching supervision activity set To
develop communication skills Raise the level of English achievement of The school in Khok Pho
Chai District was equal to 0.79252, indicating that the teachers were successful. increased by
79.25 percent

3. The teacher's satisfaction in training using an effective supervision model for
teaching and learning English proactively (Active Learning) for communication. Overall, it is at
the highest level. The mean was 4.51 and the standard deviation was 0.56. Considering each
item, it was found that the item with the highest average value is when teachers do not
understand, they can use it for additional practice. Satisfaction is at the highest level. The mean
is 4.86 and the standard deviation is 0.36. The second step is to provide opportunities for
teachers to participate and express their opinions. Satisfaction is at the highest level. The mean
is 4.81, the standard deviation is 0.40, and the third is the suitability of the samples in each

content. Satisfaction is at the highest level. The mean is 4.71 and the standard deviation is 0.46.
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
