2. Think of the word to look up, then open the dictionary to as close to the first
letter or two of the word as possible, then either back or forward to find the word

3. To help the search, dictionaries have guide words to help. Guide words are at the

top of each page.

Dictionary Skills

1. Definitions: Many words have several meaning and most dictionaries list the oldest
meaning first.

2. Additional Information: In the dictionary, a lots of information in each entry, but
also contain extra information in sections at the beginning or the end.

3. The meaning of the entry word by looking at the meaning of the word.

4. Synonyms: Some dictionary entries also provide a list of synonyms (syn), words
with similar meanings.

5. Cross — references: Some dictionary entries contain cross — references.
