Loi Krathong in Thailand originated in Sukhothai period as
Loy Phra Pra Teip or Loy Khom (floating lantern). It is a festival
of Thai people. After that, Noppamas- the most favorite
concubines Sukhothai king - created krathong, like lotus-
shaped, for floating in the river. Instead of ﬂoating Iantern lt

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Loy Krathong History

Loy Krathong. Most of us are convinced that floating objects or Krathongs are originated
in Sukhothai by Tao Sri Chulalak or Nang Noppamas, who was one of Phra Ruang’s
wives. However, some assert that the story was written in the reign of Rama Ill merely to
advocate women on role model of a good wife, as no evidence is found to prove the festival’s
existence. They believe that Loy Krathong has just been celebrated since the end of
Ayutthaya.

In Thailand, people enjoy creating their own Krathong made from natural resources,
such as leaves and trunks of banana adorned with flowers. Some might use bread instead of
synthetic materials showing their concern for environment. Other than flowers, a candle and
incense sticks, we often put some coins or betel pepper and nut in our Krathongs. And that’s
why our Krathongs can’t drift any further as they are raided for little money. Nevertheless,
Loy Krathong Festival remains the most romantic and favorite occasion for a number of people
and still best represents our gratitude.

| begin in a very traditional way by using a slice of banana trunk as my natural
floating base. Then | use small pins to attach the leaves of the jackfruit tree around the slice
of banana trunk with the tips of the leaves pointing upward. When | complete two rounds of
the leaves, | cut the lower parts of the leaves at the bottom surface line of the banana trunk
slice. | then wrap the side of the banana trunk slice with a pendants leaf to make
my Krathong look nice and tidy. | prepare the blossom of purple globe amaranth by piercing
it with half a bamboo toothpick. | continue by sticking the flowers on to the top surface of
the Krathong until it is all covered with flowers except for the small space where | will place
the candle. Three incense sticks and a candle complete the Krathong. Now we are ready
to head for the bank of the river on the full-moon night of the 12th lunar month, the night
of LoyKrathong.

A "Krathong" is a little boat made from banana leaves, and "Loy" is "to float". So "Loy
Krathong" means "to float little boats made from banana leaves. The Loy Krathong or
Floating Lanterns Festival takes place on the night of the full moon in the 12th lunar month,
which is usually in November.
Paragraph 2

There are many stories regarding how the festival originated. The main idea of this
festival that to show respect to the river, basically the goddess of the river called Pra Mae
Khongkha, Thai people decided to make a Krathong to worship and ask for forgiveness. The
Thais now also see it as a time to wave goodbye to misfortune, wash away sins of the past
year, make wishes for the coming year, and to thank the goddess of rivers and waterways for
the rain.
Paragraph 3

Thai people believed that the little boats carry all their bad luck away. The boats
themselves are an offering to the water goddess. It's also to transfer "merit" to those who
have passed away. The light from the candle honors Lord Buddha, while the act of floating
symbolizes the release of anger, resentment or any tarnishing of one’s character. It is a way
for a person to make amends and start a fresh.

“Ram Wong” is a Thai dance that became modernized during WW1. Queen
Noppamas was the chief royal consort of a Sukhothai King named "Lithai". She was said to
have made the first decorated Krathong to float in the river on this occasion.

Many Thai people make the krathong by themselves, float it in the river, launch, the
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lanterns, make merit in the temple and see “The Noppamas Queen Contest” and join the

Thai classical dance “Ram Wong.”
