However, the wolf is also able to blow down the house made of twigs and
the second pig is eaten up.

When the wolf comes to the third pig's house, which is made of brick,
he fails to blow the house down. The wolf becomes infuriated by this and
instead decides to climb into the pig's chimney to get inside. As the wolf
jumps into the chimney, the last surviving pig opens up the lid of his cooking

cauldron. The wolf falls into the cauldron and dies, concluding the story.
